 So, that is good. And this too is important: the true measure of Holy Week goes 
beyond attendance at the liturgies, to our lives and souls, that we should be made stronger 
and better by our faith in Christ and his resurrection.

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 I have been pondering this recently in relationship to the Lutheran theologian Dietrich 
Bonhoeffer. The sixty-fifth anniversary of Bonhoeffer’s death was earlier this month, on 
April 9. He was hanged. It was a final spasm of sin for Hitler’s regime. Bonhoeffer was 
executed by special order of Himmler at the concentration camp at Flossenberg, just a 
few days before that camp was liberated by Allied soldiers. Bonhoeffer died at age 39. 
His opposition to Nazism cost him his earthly life, though eternal life was far beyond the 
hands of the Gestapo. Bonhoeffer was content to entrust himself into the hands of our 
resurrected Jesus, preferring Him to life itself. That is why Bonhoeffer was such a 
blessing on earth and such a formidable foe of wrongdoing. 
 In his book The Cost of Discipleship, Bonhoeffer wrote this famous line: “When 
Christ calls a man, he bids him come and die.” This was straight from Luther, from 
Luther’s explanation of the meaning of Baptism for daily life: 
 

What does such baptizing with water signify? 
Answer: It signifies that the old Adam in us, together with all sins and evil 
lusts, should be drowned by daily sorrow and repentance and be put to 
death, and that the new man should come forth daily and rise up, cleansed 
and righteous, to live forever in God’s presence. 

 
 In God’s mercy, many of us are spared that this daily dying to sin should go all the 
way to the gallows. But Bonhoeffer was not so spared. He taught what he called “costly 
grace.” He taught and lived out of the conviction that grace cost God the life of his Son, 
“and what has cost God much cannot be cheap for us.”  
 Even more, Bonhoeffer lived out of a kind of joy in Christ -- a delight in Easter such 
that Bonhoeffer took quite literally the invitation of Jesus to find rest for our souls in him. 
For Bonhoeffer, Jesus lives, and if he lives, then Bonhoeffer was willing to trust himself 
over to the one who said, “My yoke is easy and my burden is light.” 
 Happy Easter Season, then. Let our Easter faith make us bold unto good works, in the 
name of him who is risen and to whom belongs the glory, with the Father and the Holy 
Spirit, now and forever.
