EUCHARISTIC PRAYER III (This prayer is based on ancient models from the Liturgy of St.
James, the Liturgy of St. John Chrysostom, Apostolic Constitutions, the Roman Missal, and
the Liturgy of St. Basil. Its only congregational response is at the end, “Amen,” which the

congregation is encouraged to say loudly and boldly as the principle Amen of the service. See
1 Corinthians 14:16.)

[Pl You are indeed holy, almighty and merciful God; you are most holy, and
great is the majesty of your glory. You so loved the world that you gave your
only Son, that whoever believes in him may not perish but have eternal life.
Having come into the world, he fulfilled for us your holy will and
accomplished our salvation.

In the night in which he was betrayed, our Lord Jesus took bread, and gave
thanks; broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying: Take and eat; this is my
body, given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me.

Again, after supper, he took the cup, gave thanks, and gave it for all to drink,
saying: This cup is the new covenant in my blood, shed for you and for all
people for the forgiveness of sin. Do this for the remembrance of me.

Remembering, therefore, his salutary command, his life-giving Passion and
death, his glorious resurrection and ascension, and his promise to come again,
we give thanks to you, Lord God Almighty, not as we ought, but as we are
able; and we implore you mercifully to accept our praise and thanksgiving,
and, with your Word and Holy Spirit, to bless us, your servants, and these
your own gifts of bread and wine; that we and all who share in the body and
blood of your Son may be filled with heavenly peace and joy, and, receiving
the forgiveness of sin, may be sanctified in soul and body, and have our
portion with all your saints.

All honor and glory are yours, O God, Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, in your
holy Church, now and forever.

THE DISTRIBUTION OF THE SACRAMENT

*+ Holy Communion is offered to all baptized Christians who continue in the faith of
the Church. If you would like to receive the Eucharistic Wine, please receive the
small glass by the top edge, trying not to touch the minister’s fingers. After
communing, place the small glass on the tray, upright if possible.

-+ If you should desire to pray quietly before or while receiving the Holy Sacrament, as
many Christians do, here is one of Luther’s prayers for that purpose:

Lord, it is true that I am not worthy that you should come under my roof. Yet I am in need
and desire your help and grace. So I come with no other plea except that I have heard the
gracious invitation to come to your altar. I am unworthy, but you have assured me I shall
have forgiveness of all sins through your body and blood which I eat and drink in this
sacrament. Amen, dear Lord; your Word is true. I do not doubt it. Let happen to me whatever
you say. Amen.

+ If you should desire to pray quietly after receiving the Holy Communion, here is a
possible such prayer. It is based on a prayer of St. Basil the Great (329-379):

O Master, Christ our God: I thank you for all the good things which you have bestowed upon
me, and for this partaking of your life-giving Sacrament. And I pray: keep me, my loved ones,
and this congregation under your protection, and in the shadow of your wings. For you are
the Bread of Life, the Fountain of holiness, the Giver of good things, and unto you we ascribe
glory: to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit: now and ever, and unto ages of
ages. Amen.

“Prayer for Spiritual Communion” lifted up in a recent Forum Letter (May 2020).
Forum Letter is a respected Lutheran newsletter published by the American Lutheran
Publicity Bureau:



My Jesus, I believe that You are present in the Most Holy Sacrament. I love You above all
things, and I desire to receive You into my soul. Since I cannot at this moment receive You
sacramentally, come at least spiritually into my heart. I embrace You as if You were already
there and unite myself wholly to You. Never permit me to be separated from You. Amen.
